DISCUSSION:  Clark stated do we know where we are at with the Adult parole in place yet or are they still waiting on technical support. Sandy stated when I talked to the probation officer this week he said they were still waiting to get there, Clark stated for their state stuff. John said is everyone else out of that building. Sandy said yes. 
John stated I attended that meeting yesterday small counties budget sales tax and severance tax, the opinion I got from there is that this thing doesn’t look real promising, doesn’t look like it is going to go through, it’s probably going to be thrown out, it’s the opinion that they’ receiving. They talked about the transportation budget and the turnpike. The funding that is going to come from that, they’re going to use from the bonds and the tolls, that money will be used for roads that are within 75 miles of the turnpike. The thing that was mentioned if this does happen, what’s going to happen to that gas tax that those counties are getting is that gas tax money going to be distributed to the  rest of the counties because we ‘re not going to receive money from the turnpike. These were just things that were discussed and brought up. When you talk about the turnpike and you get up around those counties up there, that is a very hot subject. They did say they were certain that weight on the state highways was probably going to be dropped.
SANDS AND DECKER-SHEILA WOLFE: Sheila Wolf of Sands and Decker gave an update to the Commissioners regarding applying for different grants for the Haydenville sewer system. 
 HAYDENVILLE SEWER SYSTEM: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to apply for a CDBG Grant for a sewer upgrade Haydenville sewer system.    Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

NICOLE MORRIS – HAPCAP: Nicole Morris from HAPCAP presented the Ohio Community Development Block Grant Program Final Performance Report regarding grant # B-F-11-1BH-1. Nicole stated that over three projects Logan Sidewalks, Senior Center parking lot and the Water Facility Improvements that the cost came in under what was projected and $3,605.62 would be sent back to the State.

GRANT B-F-11-1BH-1: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to authorize President Clark Sheets to sign the Ohio Community Development Block Grant Program Final Performance Report regarding grant # B-F-11-1BH-1.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
MOVING OHIO FORWARD: Nicole also gave an update on the Moving Ohio Forward project stating are currently prepared for phase one and we will be recommending title search companies to the Commissioners next week and hope to start bidding out the demolition by the end of April.

SEORJ: Clark gave a report on the South Eastern Ohio Regional Jail Committee meeting that he had attended regarding the financial status of the facility. Clark stated that they are recommending raising the rates per bed to$58.00 to balance the rest of the year. Auditor Ken Wilson said that this would be a temporary budget and the old per diem as $51.00 per bed and it was moved to $53.00 per bed in January with an update number looking to the end of the year deficit of $220,000.00. Ken continued saying that Hocking County’s costs from April 1st thru December of this year is going to cost us around $46,000.00 to $48,000.00, that’s just on our dedicated beds. If we go over our 34 dedicated beds our number will go up from there, if you analyze it out for the entire year it would be in the mid fifty to upper fifty thousand dollar range to cover the costs on this. At this stage this is just a survival budget to meet current expenses. Ken stated along with the $58.00 per diem effective April 1st is that we also need to get the permanent budget established for the jail for the entire year. Bottom line is that we need to be prepared to do additional appropriations later this year. Clark said this all steams from the loss of revenue form Fairfield County. Sandy said could it be poor management I mean are they doing there share down there. Clark said they are doing everything they can. Sandy said if we take it out of our fund, out of our contingency this time then next year we are going to have to margin that in as a regular expense in that line item. Ken said correct. Sandy said all the other counties, do they pay there share, I mean is anyone behind. Ken said yes, one county.  Clark stated the only thing we know for sure if you really want to get down to it is what amount we actually have to pay is the contract for bed we’ve spoken for, the unknown is anywhere beyond that, that is where it is going to come back and get us. John stated that if you take from now to the end of the year with 34 beds that is going to be around $600,000.00 plus. Clark asked if anyone had any comments or questions because he has to vote on it one way or the other next Wednesday down there. Logan Daily News reporter Deb Tobia asked if all the other counties paid the same amount $58.00 per bed. Clark said yes, but they have different guaranteed that they pay. Deb said so we have 34 beds that we pay for every month. Clark stated guaranteed whether we use them or not and we are always over. John said we don’t have a choice, if we don’t do it now it is going to catch us later. Clark stated well we will not be able to keep the doors open that is the problem. Deb asked so what will happen if that jail has to close. Clark said you would have to go to another county. Deb said you are looking at higher dollars. Clark stated yes. John stated and you would have transportation costs. Clark stated that the Commission has been working on with legislators to act into law the way it is now. There’s three other regional jails that are set up and my understanding is that our regional jail was built on 100% grant money , when it was built almost 20 years ago, but the facility is aging we got roof issues with it right now. Clark said so at the meeting next Wednesday at the jail I will vote in favor of it.

DISCUSSION: Ken stated he wanted to mention that part 2 of the recommendation came out of the finance committee yesterday was that this adjustment also establishes with it the permanent budget for the jail for the remained of 2013 because the current budget they have will expire March 31st as it was a temporary 90 day budget. If you are in agreement with the recommendation that you would be in favor of increasing the per diem to $58.00 and in favor of making this adjustment also the remaining permanent appropriation budget for 2013.

EXIT EXECUTIVE SESSION: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to exit Executive Session at 10:56AM with no action taken.

​DISCUSSION: Clark said we have these resumes’ here, we need to start going over them and scheduling. John said I think until we get an answer back in writing from the prosecutor from the letter that was bought up I would prefer to wait until we get something back from her on how it is set up. Clark said I will keep these here until we get an official something one way or the other. Sandy stated that’s on the EMA decision. Clark stated on how it is set up. Sandy said exactly. John said before we go any place with it. Sandy said right. Sandy then said she would contact her about the Dog Warden issue and will bring back an answer.
Clark said he was in contact with Josh Hahn from CCAO and also Laina. Clark said he is going to chance procedures on how we handle things on recessing here. There was a question about it, I think it will make it more cut, clear and dry. Recesses will be taking and stated whether it is going to be a five or ten minute recess. Sandy said ok. Clark said at the end of each business meeting we will adjourn effectively adjourn the meeting, I know you guys have in the past, I don’t know when it was started the practice, just recessing because of attendance of other meetings according to both councils that I conferred with I’m in agreement that we do not need to do that just to attend other meetings because those meetings that we do attend are publicized meeting and we cannot officially ourselves conduct any official business at those meetings as Commissioners, so with that at the end of each meeting we will adjourn. If  we need to say the day of our meetings something isn’t resolved or it gets passed lunch hour or going into lunch hour we will recess and come back at a set time, reconvene finish our meeting and adjourn there will be no more carry over into the next business. Clark said with that said that is the policy that I am going to adopt as chair here unless anybody has any question or comments about it or concerns. Sandy said I have no questions. John said I think it’s good, it kind of started I don’t know when. Sandy said way before I got here possibly before you got here. Clark said he got clarification and it wasn’t a legal venue. Clark said that is where we are at that and if nobody has any objections that is how we are going to handle things from now on. Sandy said like we are going to go over to the annex, Clark said say we leave it at 10:00am and go over there to look at things we can recess at 10:00am and say we will reconvene at 10:30am. John said actually we are still in session when we go over there so we would recess here and take Peggi with us and go over there. Clark said we can do that. Clark said anybody else is welcome to go over and look or walk with us over there. Clark said that is how things are going to be handled from now on and not going to be any suspicion of anything. Sandy said confusion. That’s how things will be handled, if someone comes in with things they need signed that day, sorry, it will have to go in the next meeting because after we’re adjourned we can not reconvene because of 24 hour notification
