SEWER SUPERINTENDENT KEVIN LOUDIN: Sewer Superintendent Kevin Loudin spoke top the Commissioners regarding if notices should be sent to the renter and the owner of the properties that the sewer is in the process of shut off. Clark stated yes both should.

HAPCAP –GLEN CRIPPEN: Glen Crippen from HAPCAP spoke to the Commissioners regarding the local requests for 2013 Allocation Program. Glen stated there were three requests and two of them were eligible and that the representatives are here to talk about their projects.  Glen continued saying The City Logan Sidewalks Project is just under $46, 000.00 and asked Steve Shaw to explain the project. Steve stated continuing the project would start at the bridge at the Engineer’s office and go on into town. Scenic Hills Senior Center Director Marjie Moore asked how much footage is that. Glen stated it is 1,050 linier feet and met the requirements for the CBDG program. Sandy asked what their match was. Glen stated their match was $5,100.00 for a total project of $50,951.00.  Glen stated the other project is for the Hocking Hills Senior Center and the project consists of upgrades to the HVAC units and high efficiency gas furnaces and the total project cost is close to $119,000.00 and they are requesting $75,000.00 of CBDG and proposing to use $44,103.00 of local funds as match and does meet the requirements. Marjie stated the grant will also be used also for a generator for the facility which will make it eligible for a site as an emergency shelter in the county and we need a designated spot that people know where they can go and this is a community project. Clark stated that Marion Township has a generator backup system at their community center that can be designated as a site.  Clark asked Kevin Loudin about the flow situation in Haydenville. Kevin said right now it is up to the EPA that he reports everything that coming out of Haydenville to the EPA and my flows are high. John said that this project would not be until next year. Kevin stated that as long as we are trying to do something it is helpful. Clark asked Sheila Wolfe from Sands and Decker if there were any other grants they could apply for. Sheila said we can look at OWDA but most of those are loans but she will keep looking. John asked the name of the grant they can get for Haydenville. Glen stated it is the Residential Public Infrastructure grant program. Clark and John stated they were not ready at this time to make a decision. Sandy asked if the county has applied for the grant. Glen stated no and he had not heard anything from Sands and Decker or ODOT regarding Murray City. Sandy asked how many households are in Haydenville. Glen said 133 and 8 of those are commercial and HAPCAP will need to do a door to door survey but they feel that they would meet the 51% LMI. Sandy asked Marjie how many people would benefit for her project. Marjie stated it would be county wide. Deb Tobin of the Logan Daily asked if they would be able to use the CBDG money from the casinos for these projects. John stated there was a certain amount that was anticipated for the budget and we have not met that yet. Bill Kaeppner asked who is responsible for projects you get grants for and if down the road that they turn out to be shoddy projects. Glen stated that they are covered for 1 year.

GENERAL FUND MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Clark Sheets. Attending the meeting were Auditor Ken Wilson, Tina Smathers from the Clerk of Courts, Maggi Berry from the Engineer’s Office, Susan Robinette from the Auditor’s Office, Commissioners Clark Sheets, Sandy Ogle, Peggi Warthman Commissioners Clerk, County Recorder Sandy Hunt, Michele Bell from Municipal Court, Judge Moses and Debbie Later from Soil and Water.  Auditor 
Ken Wilson gave the county quarterly budget report stating that the estimated money from the casino is $149,452.00 and the county sales tax is up 1.88%. Clark asked how the State may change our local government funds. Ken said the county was getting close to a $100,000,000.00 just four years ago from the local government funds and now we are forecasting $275,000.00. Ken stated that there is concern with the SEORJ and that cost. Judge Moses stated the county has lack of revenue and they need to create revenue for our county and proposed that Hocking County build their own jail facility.
