FOR THE RECORD: Sandy left the meeting at 9:09AM.
PAT OGLE AND BELINDA BOWE: Pat Ogle and Belinda Bowe spoke to the Commissioners regarding property on 10526 Washington Street in Rockbridge they had bought February 9, 2012 and we were under impression the house was condemned. Belinda stated that they had not received a sewer bill until January 2013 and was made out to Fannie Mae and came to the courthouse and asked why I didn’t get a bill until now and I was told you weren’t aware I owned the property until now and the whole entire bill from last year was put on my property taxes and this was put on the property when I bought they had bought the property last fall and was torn down in September of 2012 and we would like the billing stopped. John asked when they purchased the property. Belinda stated February 2012 and never received a bill until January 2013. The clerk stated that none of the bills came back and the assumption would be that the property owner is receiving them. Belinda stated she had received a bill from January to present. Clark stated when you bought the property your attorney should have picked that up with the title research. Clark said it sounds like the Sewer Department was never notified when the tap was shut off and unless we get notification and evidence that there is no dwelling on there and the sewer has been tapped and witnessed by the Sewer Superintendent then we stop the billing. Clark stated that we can go back to January when you first notified us and take from January to now off. Belinda asked who had been paying the bill since 2001. Clark stated no one has, it has been added to the taxes. Belinda stated that Fannie Mae must have paid it because when I bought the property there was only around $300.00 taxes due. Belinda asked who digs them up and caps them off. Clark stated it is the land owners’ responsibility to notify the Sewer Department when they are going to cap one. John said that Kevin has been out there and doesn’t see any signs that it wasn’t capped off properly because if it wasn’t more than likely you would have a sink hole. Kevin stated he has been there a couple of times and everything looks good on the property. Clark said then should we monitor it for 6 months and if there is a problem they will have to dig down and properly cap it off. Kevin said it sounded good to him. Pat stated he would take that responsibility. John stated that the billing would be removed from January forward. Clark stated that nothing can be done before January because we were not notified. 
UNITED WAY PROPOSAL – SHSC: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to authorize President Clark Sheets to sign the United Way Funding Application for the Scenic Hills Senior Center for 2014.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

GLEN CRIPPEN –HAPCAP: Glen Crippen spoke to the Commissioners regarding the 2013 CDBG funding and recommends that they pick a project and name alternative projects in the event that one is not funded and that is the States advice. Sandy stated that it is the States advice that if we chose to give the money to the County instead to the people who applied and the Commissioners did not apply. Glen said no. John said it is our decision to make on what we want to do and asked when do we need to make that decision. Glen said as sooner the better. Clark asked when do we need to submit the application to the State. Glen said by June 21, 2013. Clark said they would try to make a decision by the 7th.  Clark stated that he had spoken to ODOT regarding the $300,000.00 Critical Infrastructure Grant and to see if we can partner with them to apply for this grant to help the Murray City project and they said most definitely they would work with us.  
DISCUSSION: John stated he would check with Safety Coordinator Marjie Davis to see how many handicap parking spaces are needed and he had spoken to the Mayor and he sees no problem to remove one of the handicap parking spots in front of the Hocking Annex Building. Clark asked about getting the front of the courthouse cleaned. Sandy said she would contact Baileys again and if he is not going to do it we need to get someone else. Clark stated that someone made the comment that Logan Monument has a solution that will clean it. Sandy said she would check on it.
LOGAN IN BLOOM: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John Walker to submit payment to Logan in Bloom for the amount of $110.00 for the flower maintenance for the front of the courthouse.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.

REPORTS: Clark stated he attended the meeting at the South Central Job and Family Services. Sandy said she went to the Green Township Trustee meeting to try to learn more about making Haydenville ATV friendly and she talked to Tim Blair and she has an appointment to talk to the Sheriff and requested the trustees’ send us something in writing to see what they exactly want designated. County resident Don Thompson commented that there is not enough berm on the one side of that road and construction would need to be done to be ATV friendly and there are sidewalks on the other side and Haydenville a few months ago was worrying about safety and that’s why I’m here today that this is thought out completely. County resident Patty Horn stated that Prosecutor Fetherolf gave the trustees her recommendation and has a copy of it. Clark stated he had not seen it. Patty offered to give the Commissioners a copy.
