COMMISSIONERS MEETING May 14, 2013
The Board of Hocking County Commissioners met in regular session this 14th day of May 2013 with the following members present John Walker, Sandy Ogle, and Clark Sheets.
MEETING: The meeting was called to order by President Clark Sheets.
MINUTES: May 9, 2013 minutes approved.
AGENDA: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to approve the Agenda. Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
PUBLIC COMMENT: Deb Tobin of the Logan Daily News stated that New Straitsville has had no problems with being ATV friendly except they sometimes have some that forget to put on their helmets when riding to the store.
BILL ACTION: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by Clark Sheets to approve the South Central Job & Family Services bills dated May 9, 2013 totaling $121,104.50.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
COUNTY RESIDENT KEITH VORHEES; County resident Keith Vorhees spoke to the Commissioners regarding his property on the corner of Big Pine Road and Keifel Road stating that there is a drainage problem and he has spoken to the County Engineer regarding the problem. Keith continued saying that the county worked on the drainage out there and the previous owner Goldie Paxton had them take out the drainage pipe. Keith expressed concern of mosquitoes and the disease they carry and would like something done. Clark said they would look into it.
OPT OUT FORMS AGGREGATION-MARION TOWNSHIP: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John walker to approve the Opt Out Forms for Marion Township aggregation.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
AUDITOR KEN WILSON-MARK STOUT: Auditor Ken Wilson and Data personnel Mark Stout spoke to the Commissioners regarding changing the phone system for the Courthouse. Ken said currently we have been with Frontier for over 20 years and we have worked with it and patched it up and it is getting more difficult to purchase the equipment for the system. Mark stated that they are looking into a voice override p system, instead of using traditional phone line systems the phone will use the computer network that we have existing right now. Mark continued saying they are trying to get some cost estimates on what it will take to do the courthouse, Huls, Annex and the EMA Building but we are excluding 911 and the Sheriff’s Office. Mark stated they are currently researching over 100 phone numbers throughout the county that are on the phone bill because some of the numbers are no longer in services and we are requesting permission to find out where these number are and try to correct these and research to find quotes to what a new system and service will cost. Mark said they are getting quotes that will drop our $36,000.00 phone bill to $6,600.00. Clark said that we will maintain the computer lines. Mark stated that each office would be able to change the call routings and voice mails. Sandy asked if the internet went down then we wouldn’t have phone service. Mark said we are working with Frontier that we would have a fiscal line in the basement that would be plugged into us. Clark asked if we have the capacity. Mark stated yes. John said he had no objection to them looking into it. Clark stated we are looking at a substantial savings. The Commissioners were in agreement to have them look into it.

AEP EASEMENT –MELVIN STONE COMPANY: Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to authorize President Clark Sheets to sign the AEP easement for the Melvin Stone Company. Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
MAXIMUS CERTIFICATE OF COUNTY-WIDE COST ALLOCATION PLAN: Motion by Sandy Ogle and seconded by John walker to authorize President Clark Sheets to sign the Certificate of County Wide Cost Allocation Plan for Maximus. 
Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
M&E COMPANY-ALAN BROWN: Alan Brown from M&E (Management/Engineering) Company spoke to the Commissioners regarding their services. John stated the Burr Oak Water uses their services and would like to use them as a consultant. Sandy asked about their fees. Alan stated it would be on an hourly basis. Clark stated as a need basis and Alan stated yes. John said there is no retainer it is a as need basis.
Motion by John Walker and seconded by Sandy Ogle to contract with M&E as needed for 2 years for the Sewer Department and the Courthouse with the attached proposed rate sheet.   Vote: Walker, yea, Ogle, yea, Sheets, yea.
